The trail to the summit of Red Hill (2,030 ft.) climbs gradually,
but steadily, qualifying this as a moderate, rather than easy
hike despite its relatively short length (1.7 mi via the Red Hill
trail with an option of a 1.4 mi. return via the newer Cabin Trail:
3.1-3.4 mi. round trip.)
There is a fire tower on top with commanding 360%views of
local hills, White Mtns, Lake Winnepesaukee and Squam Lake.
(Lake W. can be seen without climbing the tower.)
We’ll carpool (one hour drive) from the Sacopee Valley Health
Center at 9am.  Please bring water, snack/lunch  and sturdy
footwear.

STANDISH - Beverly “Bev” Ann Slattery Hartford, 78,
passed away peacefully at her
home in Bloomington, Indiana
on June 13, 2021. Born in Lynn,
MA on September 15, 1942, she
grew up in Standish, Maine. 

Bev was predeceased by her
parents, Erma (Hartford) and
Harry E. Slattery and her infant
sister, Edith, of Standish.

As the valedictorian of the last
graduating class of Standish
High School in 1960, she went on to receive her B. A.
from Boston University in 1964, her M.A. from Kansas
State University (Manhattan) in 1967, and her Ph.D. in
Linguistics from the University of Texas at Austin in
1975.  She joined the faculty of Indiana University,
Bloomington in 1970 and retired as full professor of
linguistics in 2006.

Friendships with women from many
areas of life flourished as they shared their stories,
wrote their thoughts and feelings, and basked in the
closeness they formed.

As her physical health quickly declined from the
ravages of cancer, the love and caring from her abun-
dant friends and close family nourished and sustained
her heart and soul throughout.

Bev is lovingly remembered by her sister, Pam
Slattery-Thomas and brother-in-law, David Thomas of
Standish, Maine; and her nephew, Patrick Thomas of
Richland, Washington.  Her beloved 15-year-old
Siamese, Pandora, will be welcomed into the home
and hearts of Shelley Hahn and Greg Simon, to the
family’s grateful comfort.
